Majority of the users that would use this tool would be students, professors and researchers who would
like to cite something. All users are assumed to have a basic knowledge of how to right click and choose
an option from the context menu.

Operating Environment
The software to be designed is a browser extension for Internet explorer and would run on the Windows
platform (specifically Windows XP and Windows Vista).

Design and Implementation Constraints
To develop this product, developers need to work on the Windows environment with access to Visual
Studio 2005/ Visual Studio Express and need to work on VB.Net.

User Documentation
The user would be provided a help file/user manual on how to install and use Webcite for Internet
Explorer.

Assumptions and Dependencies

The project is platform and browser dependent. Hence all assumptions such as the user has Windows XP
/ Vista and uses Internet Explorer as his browser, and also has Microsoft Word 2003/ Microsoft Word
2007 (for saving references) are made.

Description and Priority

This citation tool is a plugin in the Internet explorer that will be used to store references for later use in
a text editor like MS Word and notepad. Whenever the user chooses to copy any text and paste along
with the reference , the text is stored on the clip board .On pasting this text back on the text editor, it
will include information such as title of the website, the author, date retrieved, and the URL.

The priority of this feature is very high as it is a plugin with a single major feature.
